1) ETS / College Board's "Real New SATs" which replaces the previous book, "Ten Real SATs." The new book includes 8 tests that are just like those that ETS will now administer.
2) New school year ETS booklet containing a single SAT.

3) Princeton Review:

a) Math Workbook for the New SAT. Akanke took to review. Paul generally doesn't like the PR Math methods, as they involve "shortcuts." Paul wants to know if this book carefully lays out all the math topics, including "new" topics. Is there "real" math here? Or just SAT shortcuts? Paul does not think that SAT shortcuts work for Math problems. 
b) Reading & Writing Workbook for The New SAT. Paul loves the PR approach to verbal problems. This book tackles both SAT Essay writing, and the Grammar/Usage SAT mult-choice questions. PR makes a great "real" (non-SAT) grammar book, "Grammar Smart." Should we use this new book for our Writing and/or Grammar (replace or in addition to Grammar Smart) class and/or Reading class? 
c) Cracking the New SAT. Covers all SAT sections, including Math. What is difference between this book's Verbal sections and the PR Reading & Writing Workbook?
4) Kaplan:
a) New SAT Math Workbook. Same questions as for PR Math Workbook.

b) New SAT Critical Reading Workbook. Paul likes that Kaplan separates Reading from writing.
